The Town Council is busy
completing the town budget
for the year 2012. It can be
difficult to estimate fuel and
energy costs, and items like
snow removal almost 18
months in advance. We will
hold the line on the budget and
hope to reduce it slightly while
keeping all of those services.

We have met again with mem-
bers of the Rural Communities
Affairs Organization to try to
obtain financial help for our
waste-water project. We have

laid out problem areas and are
endeavoring again to receive
grants to get this project done.
This has been an uphill battle
because of the intense competi-
tion for such grants in these
hard economic times.

We are also completing a new
ordinance to better handle nui-
sance properties. The previous
ordinance was written many
years ago and simply needed to
be updated to serve our com-
munity better. We are proud
of those who keep their prop-

erty maintained. Our purpose
is to make sure that all under-
stand how important it is for
the town and all property own-
ers to keep Burlington looking
maintained and clean. This
ordinance will be a good tool
to help us do so.

he fire department is proud

to announce that the new
water tanker #116 was placed
into service on July 1, 2011. A
2012 International 4400 chassis
was purchased from Weir's In-
ternational in Logansport. The
fire body and tank were built by
Renewed Performance, Inc. in
Tipton. The tank carries 2500
gallons of water and holds 1000
feet of five-inch supply hose on
top. The truck also features a
500 gallon per minute PTO
(power take-off) driven pump.
The process took about 18

months to spec, bid, and build
the truck.

The new truck replaces our
old International tandem axle
tanker that was in need of
costly engine repairs. The fire
body, pump, and tank had
been in service for the last 23
years. The new truck is safer,
with most functions auto-
mated and capable of being
performed by one operator
from inside the cab. The ad-
dition of automated side
dumps will allow the depart-

ment more flexibility for
portable dump tank place-
ment on narrow county
roads.
